A Brief History of the College Station Fire Department


In 1967, the citizens of College Station approved the issuance of bonds for, among other capital improvement projects, a combination police/fire department facility and equipment to start a full-time city fire department.


 The College Station Fire Department actually began in 1970 when the city hired its first fire chief.  The first full time paid firefighter was hired in July of that year.  
Previously, fire protection for the community was provided by volunteers from the Texas A&M University employees.


Late 1971 brought about the completion of a comprehensive mutual aid agreement between the City of College Station and Texas A&M University.  This agreement stated that no more than fifty percent of the fire department would be comprised of Texas A&M volunteer firefighters and that the College Station Fire Department would assume responsibility for fire protection on the Texas A&M campus.


Since that time the College Station Fire Department has grown from a staff of two to a department with one hundred and four (104) full time equivalent employees.  All firefighters (84 shift personnel) are fully paid and there are no longer any volunteer or paid-on call personnel.


Station 2 was opened in 1980, and remodeled in 2000, to serve the southern areas of the expanding city.  Station 3 was opened in 1995 to serve the continually growing community and Station 4, at Easterwood Airport, opened in early 1999.  Station 5, approved by voters in November of 1998, will probable be on-line and staffed by January, 2004.  When Station 5 is opened there will be 87 shift personnel and a total of 107 employees in the department.


In calendar year 2002, the department responded to over 4,600 calls for emergency services.  Approximately sixty-five percent were EMS related calls.
